	ADDITION

(adds information)
	Describes or indicates that additional information will follow
	Also, in addition (to), besides, furthermore, too, additionally, moreover, again, then, equally important, finally, first of all, for one thing, next, another

	CAUSE/EFFECT

(why/results)
	Describes how one or more things cause or are related to another
	Cause: because (of), since, for, due to, leads to, causes, one cause (reason) is, creates, for this reason, if…then

Effect: consequently, thus, hence, therefore, so, as a result, results (in)

	COMPARISON

(likenesses)
	Describes similarities or shows how the previous idea is similar to what follows
	Also, resembles, compared with, similarly, in like manner, similar to, likewise, in the same way, like, in comparison, as well as, equally

	CONTRAST

(differences)
	Describes differences between or among ideas, theories, concepts, objects or persons
	Unlike, although, but, however, in contrast, in spite of, nevertheless, still, yet, notwithstanding, on the contrary, on the other hand, despite, whereas, instead, rather than, differs from, as opposed to

	DEFINITION

(tells meaning)
	Explains the meaning of a word or phrase
	Is, means, can be defined as, refers to, consists of, involves, is characterized by, occurs when, entails, corresponds to, is literally, is called, is a term that, are those that, is known as, can be stated as

	EXAMPLE

(specific instances)
	Provides examples that clarify a broad or general statement
	For example, for instance, including, to illustrate, that is, namely, specifically, such as, once

	PROCESS

(steps in order) the steps won’t make sense if you mix them up, unlike LISTING
	Describes the order in which things are done or how things work
	First, second, third, fourth (etc…), next, then, last, finally, following

	LISTING


	Organizes information, characteristics, features, parts, categories, etc…
	First, second, third, etc…next, then, last(ly), finally, the following, for example, for instance, several, another, also, the largest, the least, 1, 2, 3, etc…

	SUMMARY

(condenses information)
	Indicates that a condensed review of an idea or piece of writing is to follow
	in conclusion, in brief, on the whole, to summarize, to sum up, in short, hence

	LOCATION

(spaces/places)
	Describes physical location or position in space
	Above/below, besides, next to, in front/back of, behind, inside/outside, opposite, within/without, nearby, across, adjacent, here/there, in the distance, elsewhere, close by

	TIME

(chronological order)
	Describes events, processes or procedures that take place in time
	Before/after, while, during, immediately, now, presently, shortly, until, at last, at that time, later, meanwhile, as, later, following, since, soon, previously, frequently
